Once set up is complete windows will boot with the screen logo and then a
please wait window whilst windows starts up and does some configuring of its
own by applying the settings entered earlier.

Updating Windows server

checked for latest updates. If found that the operating system is in need of
updates then a prompt will appear where you will click Install. Once this has

finished you may be prompted with other instruction to reboot.
